Nature: “The essence, essential qualities or attributes of a thing, which constitute it what it is;...” 2

Hebrews 1:1-4
Exact imprint: (Greek — Charakter) “The phrase expresses that the Son is both personally distinct from,
and yet literally equal to, Him of whose essence He is the adequate imprint.” 3
